PEASANT’S FARMHOLDINGS INCOME
. IN THE YEARS 1952/53 — 1957/58

Summréry

The objective of this study is to present average results of peasant's
individual farming based on agricultural aceounting conducted each year
*in about 1200 holdings in the period from 1952/53 through 1957/58.
Numerous changes in the method of working-out and computing book-
keeping materials brought about the necessity to confine the period
under study to the six recent years.
- Many a time in various studies concerning book-keeping results it
has been emphasized that farmholdings conducting book-keeping ‘are
more efficient, have better management and their producing -capacity
is much higher than that of -the average farm in Poland. This seems to
~be clear enough as only more. enlighted farmers who are interested
in improving their farming results and are aware of all the advantages
concerned by book-keeping, may be persuaded to conduct tiresome and
systematic every-day notes and entries. o
-Representativeness of farmholdings conducting book-keeping ought
. to be considered from two angles, namely in relation to size structure
~of holdings under study, and secondly as regards their producing.
capacity. A ' , :
 ‘Both above mentioned factors have essential influence on average
index of accounting results for each region, as also for the entire country.
- The first factor is now being eliminated as the computed average values
are in fact the arithmetical weight mean obtained by using weight in
the form of actual number and structure of farmholdings in regions
and in the whole of Poland. Size structure of farmholdings under
study considerably differs from the general structure of holdings in
Poland. The overwhelming part of farmsconstituting the object of this
-study are large ones. Percentage comparison of the structure of .holdings
under study effected on the background of the general data of 1950
National Census is shown on table No. 1. '
Notwithstanding attempts that have been made to eliminate faulty
size-structure from end computations, so far it proved impossible to
~ eliminate the second factor affecting the farms under study, namely
their more intensive productivity. _ .
Comparison of book-keeping results with general data has been
_ limited to index numbers related to production of basic agricultural
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commodities per 1 hectare of arable land. The years 1955/56 and 1956/57
had been compared as at the time this study was initiated and only
data relating to these years had been available (see tables Nos. 1, 3,

5, 6, 7).

It is believed that the farms under study compared with the same
farm category in general data have total production hlgher than the
latter ones by approximately 40 per cent.

The qguoted calculation pertains only to the years 1955/ 56 and
1956/57 hence raises the question how much the representativeness
of farmholdings under study fluctuates each year. According to compa-
rison of yield per 1 hectare and intensity of livestock per 100 hectars
of arable land, as per data supplied by the Institute of Agricultural
Economics and Main Office of Statistics, it may be assumed that
representativeness of holdings under study is SUJbJECL to neglygible
fluctuations (see table No. 8).

It had been established that farmholdings conducting book-keeping
have higher volume of production than average holdings in Poland
by about 40 percent.

} Subsequently in order that book-keeping data could be used for
all sort of general computations in relation to the whole of Poland they
must be duly corrected.

On tables Nos. 12 and 13 an estimation of average farm income, based
on data for holdings conducting book-keeping has been given. Total
production had been decreased by 40 per cent, Money outlays were
determined according to participation of farms conducting book-keeping
in. total production. As, after introducing proper correction, total pro-
duction became closely akin to that of farms with the acreage up to
3 hectars (conducting book-keeping), therefore in further estimations
some index propsortlons have been taken from these farms. Net pro-
duction rate is obtained by deducting effected outlays from total pro-
duction. Income from non agricultural sources was left at the level
applicable to farms conducting book-keeping i.e. without changing its
volume, as generally diminution of income from agricultural production
is connected with an increase of income from non-agricultural sources.
Taxes, compulsory deliveries obligations, insurance cost, as also labour
hiring expenses have been also reduced by 40 per cent, assuming that
the average income index of farmholdings in Poland is lower by that
much.

Division of income for consumption and accumulation was based on
average rate noted each year in farms conducting book-keeping because
the margin in each farm group is relatively small (see tables Nos. 10
to 22).

The results presented so far have been calculated in current prices
for each year, thus the structure of each element of the produced and
divided income was based on dynamic of production and prices.

As evidenced by table 13 nominal income rate of peasants throughout
the six year period i.e. from 1952/53 up to 1957/58 were nearly doubled.

By means of complex index numbers table No. 23 illustrates how much
the increase of income was actuated by the raise in the volume of
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peasants farmholdings production and to what extent it rpsulted from
raising of agricultural commeodity prices. :

As evidenced by table 23, as also graph 1, agricultural commocaty'
prices have raised faster than their ppoductlon although the State
price control measures in relation to over-compulsory deliveries had
decisively influenced and actuated the develupment of production, and
animal production in particular.

Furthermore the author wants to show the real form of peasant's
farmholdings income dynamic based primarily on agricultural production.

Unfortunately it is not yet possible to make a correction with
a view to obtaining actual value of the produced income, taking into
consideration its purchasing power. Computation of the basic elements
of this inécome had been based on prices of main agricultural commo~
dities in 1957/58." These computations are shown on tables Nos. 24
and 25, as also illustrated cn graphs Nos. 2, 3, and 4. Table No. 25
as also the graphs give a compamson of the structure of each element
of the income in current prices in each year as well as in 1957/58
prices.

Apart from the farm income, the income from non—avgmcultural
sources, assessments, personal income, as well as value of consumption
and accumulation have also been calculated according to prices of basic
agricultural commodities in 1957/58. It has been emphasized again
that this calculation does not aim at showing the purchasing power
of the produced mcome as there are no premises for such a calcu—
lation.

Examining table No. 25, as also the enclosed Graphs it is possible
to establish that growth of production, when calculated in 1957/58
prices, is not so rapud as it might appear if it were calculated in each
year current prices. Comparing 1957/58 with 1952/53 we see that
both total and net production increase by approximately 30 per cent,
~and not 80 per cent as it .turns out from calculations in current prices.
likewise agricultural income raises but 38 per cent and not 90 per
cent, In both these calculations, and egpecially in the second one effected
in 1957/58 prices, the growth in the volume of agricultural income is
faster than that of net production. This is due to the fact that when
assessments toward the State are calculated their value considerably
decreases, and therefore they constitute 13 per cent of the net production.
of 1957/58, against 22 per cent in 1954/55 (period of highest assessments).
Calculation of State imposed assessments in uniform prices gives a clear
picture of the real value of these obligstions in the.course of the six
years under study.

Notw1thstand1ng numerous abgectlons that may be raised against cal-
cvlatmg persenal income, as also value of oonsumptlon and accurulation
in uniform prices, natural consumption expressed in these prlces shows
actual fendencies influencing index of this consumption.

Produced income and its division computed per 1 holding has been
so far illustrated, however, end-effect of such a consumption is income
rate per capita of poptulation. Therefore, in table 26 agricultural and
personal income, as also total value of consumption (consumption fund)
are calculated per 1 member of peasant's family.
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~ Table No. 28 gives a comparative tabulation of peasant's family
budgets, and budgets of workers employed in industry, the latter based
on data for 1958.

For peasant‘'s families, of their personal income elements only con—
sumption fund was taken into consideration, leaving out the funds
designated . for accumulation,v and value of natural consumption was
calculated in retail prices, thus the total value of eatable products and
total Lonsumptlon ‘fund has been raised. Peasant‘s family budget Was"'
presented in two variants, namely:

1. for individual peasants comductmg book-keeping,

2. for the average holding in Poland.

The latter figures were established by correctlng data obta_med from
farms conducting book-keeping by differences resulting from research .
on their representativeness i.e. for total consumption quotas by 33
per. cent.

Comparing data obtained for both groups of populatlon it can be said
that standard of living of workers employed in industry is much higher
than that of peasants f’onductmg book-keeping, and nearly double than
that of the average peasant’s family. The last chapter is devoted to
estimations of peasant’s farm economy income on a national scale. On
the basis of results presented in preceding chapters the author claims
that book-keeping data render possible to make such estimations. One
of the leading objectives of bokk-keeping, in view of its very detailed
scope, is to bridge the gaps and mitigate defficiencies in national
complex data, which in their formidable bulk can not be so detailed and
precise. Therefore these data have been frequently .used by different
instituticns, and especially by the Main Office of Statistics, to work out
material and money balance sheets on both national and regional scale.

Taking advantage of tendencies and correlations disclosed throughout
many years in farmholdings conducting book-keeping, the income in the
years 1955/56—1957/58 was estimated and compared with data related
to real income of rural populace in the years 1955—1958 (these data
have been recently published by the Main Office of Statistics). Partici-
pation of each farm group (Table No. 36) in the components of the pro-
duced and divided income (see tables Nos. 29—36) have also been esti-
mated.
